Memorial Health Care System's Guidelines for Community Support

The following criteria will assist us in allocating funding.  The request must: 

· Be consistent with the Mission and Core Values of Memorial Health Care System; 

· Address an identified unmet community need; 

· Address particular health needs of the poor and underserved; 

· Promote health-related initiatives; 

· Have measurable outcomes; 

Memorial's Mission and Philosophy on Community Support 

Memorial Health Care System's mission is to serve the poor, the underserved and those who require healthcare services. Memorial's goal is to strengthen our healing ministry while lending support to the community. Currently, Memorial engages in three specific areas of focus related to improving health and well being in the community: 

Care for the Poor - Memorial Health Care System's primary focus is on supporting those ministries that primarily benefit the underserved. Funding for these agencies benefit individuals who cannot afford healthcare due to a lack of adequate financial resources. 

Healthy Community Initiative - Memorial Health Care System's healthy community initiative is a collaborative effort that focuses on the factors that determine health. These include choice of lifestyle, access to healthcare services, and environmental and hereditary factors. Priority is assigned to funding collaborative partnerships with agencies who share similar interests in creating healthier communities. 

Civic Involvement - Memorial Health Care System considers its civic involvement to be separate from charity care, ministries that impact the lives of the poor and healthy community initiatives. The majority of these funds are used primarily for healthcare-related programs. 

Funding Restrictions 

Due to Memorial Health Care System's not-for-profit status and focus on health promotion it will not provide funding for the following: 

· Organizations that do not possess a not-for-profit status with the IRS; 

· Individuals; 

· Private clubs; 

· Private schools; 

· Political candidates, campaigns, caucuses, or PAC's; 

· Special occasion or commemorative advertising (i.e. dinner programs) unless part of an overall sponsorship effort and/or unless the project benefits a healthcare cause; 

· Endowments, Contributions to individuals; deficit spending; 

· Sports Facilities; sports teams or organized athletic events; 

· Capital campaigns.
